The current Mama Margaret Guild, named after Don
Bosco's mother, began in 2014 with a handful of members who
helped in various parish and center events. Our mission now is
much more defined, and our membership has grown.

Working with the young, the Guild members provide scholarships
for those summer campers in need of financial assistance. During
the seven weeks of camp the Guild serves snow cones to the
campers as a weekly treat.

11:00 Mass on the 3rd Sunday of each month. We are hoping to
expand the Hospitality Sundays to the other two Masses.
