Dear People of God 

In the Gospel today we see that the chief priests and the elders of the 
people were full of pride and self-righteousness. They held to their 
own opinions even though their opinions were wrong. Their pride 
kept them from discovering the simple truths that the tax collectors 
and prosƟtutes were discovering. For that reason, Jesus makes it clear 
that tax collectors and prosƟtutes were on the road to holiness 
whereas the religious leaders were not. This certainly must have been 
difficult for them to accept. 

In which category do you find yourself? SomeƟmes those who are 
considered “pious” or “religious” struggle with a similar pride and ob-
sƟnacy as did the chief priests and elders of Jesus’ Ɵme. It’s for this 
reason that Jesus was so direct and so harsh. He was aƩempƟng to 
break them free from their stubbornness and prideful ways.  

Reflect, today, upon how open you are to seeing the truth of God and, 
especially, to seeing your own fallen and sinful state. 

Prayer:  Lord, help me always to humble myself before You. When 
pride and stubbornness enter in, help me to hear Your strong words 
and to repent of my obsƟnate ways.  Jesus, I trust in You. 

 I just read a staƟsƟc that, to tell you the truth, should be more fright-
ening to us all  than Covid ever was. There are an esƟmated 100 mil-
lion  children between the ages of 5 and 18 living on the street in the 
world. In the United States there are 2.5 million homeless and runa-
way street kids, not counƟng children who were forced out of their 
homes, abandoned by the foster care system, or are part of a home-
less family.  As a Salesian of Don Bosco, this not only breaks my heart, 
but makes it all the more imperaƟve that we do all in our power to 
make sure that the young people in our lives don’t become part of this 
staƟsƟc. Pray for our families. Pray for the young people of our fami-
lies, our country, and the world! 

Those who go to Catholic School and are in line to receive the sacra-
ments of First Penance, Holy Eucharist, or ConfirmaƟon are sƟll 
obliged by the diocese to aƩend classes at their local parish as well.  

Please remember  -  Be strong in your faith;  Be courageous and un-
faltering in your knowledge and belief that Jesus loves you  . . . and 
He always will!  

As usual please remember to pray for all of the Salesians in our pres-
ence here at MHC . . . especially those at St. Philip Residence.

WHO IS DON BOSCO 
 
John Melchior Bosco, SDB, popularly known as 
Don Bosco, was an Italian Catholic priest, educa-
tor, writer and saint of the 19th century. While 
working in Turin, where the populaƟon suffered 
many of the ill-effects of industrializaƟon and ur-
banizaƟon, he dedicated his life to the beƩerment 
and educaƟon of street children, juvenile delin-
quents, and other disadvantaged youth. He devel-
oped teaching methods based on love rather than 
punishment, a method that became known as the 
Salesian PrevenƟve System.
