Laura del Carmen Vicuña Pino (5 April, 1891 
– 22 January, 1904) was a Chilean child who 

was noted for her religious devoƟon. She 
was beaƟfied by Pope John Paul II in 1988 as 
the patron of abuse vicƟms[, having herself 

experienced physical abuse.  
Laura  entered the Hijas de Maria Auxiliado-
ra (“Daughters of Mary Help of ChrisƟans”) 
School, where, under the care of the nuns, 

she began to take a deep interest in the 
Catholic faith.[4]  

During one of her school vacaƟons, Laura 
was beaten twice by Manuel Mora, who 
wanted her to forget about becoming a 

nun.      
The Laura Vicuña Women Development and 
Training Center in Victorias City, Negros Oc-

cidental was named aŌer her and is man-
aged by the Daughters of Mary Help of Chris-

Ɵans. Another concrete statue of Laura 
stands near the entrance gate of the school.
