Dear People of God,                     

One of the first things that should grab our aƩenƟon in the gospel this 
week, is the stark contrast between Jesus and his disciples. Jesus was 
trying to prepare them for the sufferings he would endure . . . but they 
were more preoccupied with which of them was the greatest. They 
simply didn’t seem to have a clue (or an interest) as to what Jesus was 
saying to them. Mark tells us on top of this that they were all afraid to 
quesƟon him. 

Having to deal with all the egos in his hand-picked band of apostles, he 
decided he needed to have a liƩle talk with them. Using, as an example 
a passing child, Jesus demonstrated the kind of aƫtude he expected of 
them., and all of his followers. 

If his disciples were to learn from Jesus and imitate him, they would not 
be worried about who would be most important in his kingdom; rather 
they would adopt Jesus’ way of thinking and Jesus’ aƫtude which was 
that of service. 

Jesus doesn’t tell us that we are not worth anything, that we have no 
value. Instead, Jesus was trying to impress his disciples with the idea 
that they should not think less of themselves, but that they should think 
of themselves less. This is an aƫtude that will open us to thinking of 
others more.  

May all of us here at MHC listen carefully to the message in the readings 
this week. Downplay ambiƟon. Do away with jealousy and our need to 
constantly promote self. Strive instead to follow Jesus’ way,” the way of 
wisdom and holiness that means striving for meekness not power, ”  
others not self.

Aloysius Guanella was born in 1842 at Campodolcino, Italy, and from 
his family upbringing learned to love work and pracƟse charity to 
the poor. As teacher and parish priest at Savogno, he built the 
school and organized Catholic AcƟon among the young. During this 
Ɵme he came in contact with Don Bosco and joined him in 1875. For 

three years he was a Salesian, working in 
the San Luigi Oratory of Turin, and later as 
director of the Dupraz College at Trinita, 
Cuneo. Recalled to his diocese by his bish-
op, he opened a school for poor children at 
Traona, Sondrio, but subsequently had to 
close it because of the hosƟlity of the civil 
authoriƟes.
